Passed Unanimously   NOTE:  This is an all you can eat buffet but we are charged by the plate so each person should only take one plate from the buffet line.  Mid-state will furnish other plates for desserts.  Desserts should be furnished by those attending the banquet.  The silent auction wasn’t discussed but if anyone has any items they would like to bring, we can set up a table and still have the auction.

2012 Show Schedule changes
Since the Benton riding club has been dissolved, we will need to decide how we want to set up the 2012 show schedule.  Possible options are:

1) To continue as we normally do with each club hosting 2 shows/year with 2 benefit shows for a total of 10 shows.  The Mid-State fund will loose approximately $1000 dollars with the loss of 2 shows from the entry, participation and gate fees.
2) Each club host two shows and a benefit show for a total of 3 shows per club which would give us 12 shows.  The percentage split between Mid-State and clubs could be changed to allow the hosting club to also receive proceeds from the benefit show.
