In Section C: Age Divisions, our rule will be changed to comply with 

State rules.

Permission was given to our MS secretary to raise money for 

Participation Awards.  We forgot, again, to vote on this issue to 

include it in our rules, so it will be "strictly off the record". 

Please, someone remember to bring this up in January, 2011 so it can be 

included in our rules.  MS members are passionate about this issue, 

because it is important for the Pee Wee, Buckaroo, and Junior riders 

that are not in the top 5 to get "something" for their efforts all season.

We had a motion made and seconded in 2008 to prepare a MS Directory to 

be published, but we never did anything about it. I have said this for 

the past three years, but I am really going to make an effort this year 

to get it done.
