Motion made to
accept them as read, motion seconded, passed unanimously

Treasury report was read which included alist submitted for reimbursement of expenses
incurred for the benefit show held at the Saline County riding club on April 30. A motion
was made to decline the tractor fuel expense listed for reimbursement. Motion was
seconded, passed unanimously. Motion made to accept the treasury report, seconded,
passed unanimously.

Old Business:

If any club needs ribbons for their show, Suzann Harrington has some available. The
cost is .35 each.

New Business:

* Information list - Due to the fact that we have several new members showing, there
have been multiple issues come up at the first three shows. In an attempt to make people
aware of some the basic rules, President Del_aina Harris compiled two information list,
one for contestants and one for judges, to be placed at the entry stand so the list could be
reviewed by people at each show when signing up and DL Worthen will review the
judges sheet with the judge before each show. Issues discussed were a) same horse being
ridden twice in same event b) language being used by contestantsin bull pen areaand in
the arena and ¢) addressing issue of unsafe riding by kids running horses in areas other
than the arena and excessive running in the arena during the intermission period.

* Year End Awards - Suggestions for possible year end awards were halters, buckles and
atiered award progression as done in 2010. The buckles could possible also have a
progressive value increase so contestants placing in more than one event could have an
upgraded buckle.



* Tee-Shirts. Waiting on adesign and shirt cost from multiple vendors. Nancy Garrett
presented a horse head as possible art work for the shirtsand | will follow up with
Christi Ingle on artwork.

* Awards banquet - Connie Neighbours stated that we booked the Mavern community
center in May of last year for the Oct. 2010 banquet and asked if we wanted her to book it
now for the 2011 banquet. Motion was made to tentatively schedule the 2011 banquet
for Oct 22 with the 15" as an alternate date. Motion seconded and passed unanimously.
There was discussion to check with the East End school about using their facilitiesfor a
banquet sitein 2012. | will get details and present at the next meeting.

* Work schedule for benefits— Because there were complaints at the Saline Co. benefit
show that the clubs weren’t assigned the same number of events, the assignments were
changed at the show so that each club worked 10 events. In an effort to keep the time
worked by each club more consistent and because pleasure events can be worked faster
than most speed events, the original work assignments had been set up in an attempt to
give each club a 2 %2 hour work detail based on a show taking 10 hrsto complete.
Breaking down the work schedule based on time rather than number of events had been
done previously in 2010 and other prior years. After hearing the explanation of why the
schedule had been set up with clubs working a different number of events, a motion was
made and seconded to leave the work assignments for the L orance benefit show as
originally scheduled rather than have each club work the same number of events. Motion
seconded, passed as follows: BRC —1 no, LRC- 2 yes, MRC — 2 yes, SRC — 2 yes.

Motion was made to adjourn, seconded, passed unanimously.

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Judges Information Sheet

. A judge has the authority to place a horse and rider in whatever position

he/she thinks is justified. The judge’s decision is final regarding
placings, but the Judge’s decision may not conflict with MSHSA rules.
Once a class has been judged, it may not be re-judged. Once the judge
has marked his/her card and turned it over to the announcer, there will be
no change.

. Contestants in Walk-Trot, Pony Walk-Trot, and Pony Class will not be

asked to back.

. Junior horses may be shown two handed in a bosal or snaffle.

Rail work is at the judge’s discretion in Buckaroo, Youth, and Adult
Horsemanship.

. Scores for Jr. and Sr. Reining will be announced before the next

participant rides.

Two Year Old Snaffle Bit horses will not lope at the first 6 shows.

Judge and show manager must be present in the arena during Keyhole to
flag disqualifications.
